Pop Music: Cause and Effect

Springsteen and friends rally for young cancer patients

Invitations to the Kristen Ann Carr Fund’s annual winter semi-formal are always colorful and cheerful, with whimsical depictions of party-goers, as well as the occasional monkey or elephant.  The picture sets the tone for the event which, although it is a fund-raiser for cancer, is an upbeat affair.  “It’s a really fun party,” said Michael Solomon, an organizer of the event.  “We never interrupt it for speeches or anything like that.”

The party raises money for the Kristen Ann Carr Fund, which sponsors research fellowships at Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer Hospital in New York as well as a sarcoma newsletter, a support group and a social group for teen-agers and young adults battling the disease.

The fund was established at the request of its namesake, an aspiring writer who died of liposarcoma in 1993, at the age of 21.  Kristen Ann Carr was the daughter of Barbara Carr, who is Bruce Springsteen’s manager, and Dave Marsh, a music critic and author.  She also had a sister, Sasha.

Her parents have said that Kristen wanted to help other sarcoma patients and she asked her doctor at Sloan-Kettering, Murray Brennan, what was most needed.  At the time, Dr. Brennan was one of a handful of physicians with experience in treating sarcoma, so he suggested a research fellowship for surgeons.  “The fellows study under the chief of surgery at Memorial Sloan-Kettering and are trained for a year.”  Solomon said.  “Then they go elsewhere in the country, and that lets people who have sarcoma get treatment closer to home.”

The support and social groups created by the fund help meet the emotional and psychological needs of sarcoma patients, who are often teen-agers or young adults.  There are many different kinds of sarcoma.  Liposarcoma, which Kristen suffered, is cancer of the fatty tissues.  Ewing’s sarcoma, which almost always strikes people aged 30 or younger, is a type of bone cancer.  

Tomorrow the eighth annual Kristen Ann Carr Fund Winter Semi-Formal will take place at The 200 Fifth Club, 200 Fifth Ave., between 23rd and 24th streets in Manhattan.  Admission to the party is $120 at the door or $105 if purchased today via www.sarcoma.com.

The evening includes an open bar from 9 p.m. to midnight, hors d’oeuvres, dinner and dancing.  

Springsteen’s friendship with Kristen and her family has prompted many Springsteen fans to make the semi-formal a social tradition.  Others come because they know someone who has sarcoma.  “It’s become an annual thing for many people, “ Solomon said.  “At the first one, there were a couple hundred people, and Kristen probably knew half of them.  Now it’s grown well beyond her circle.”

Raffle prizes at the semi-formal include two round-trip airline tickets to Chicago plus three nights at the Ritz Carlton Hotel, a 36-inch JVC television, a one-year “gold” movie pass for two at Loews Cineplex Theaters, a Sony DVD Player, watches by Hamilton, Tissot and Swatch, gift certificates and concert tickets, including two tickets to the VH1 “Divas” show.

A silent auction also will be held.  Items include a 1952 re-issue Fender Telecaster guitar autographed by Bruce Springsteen, a Springsteen-autographed “Tracks” boxed set, a lithograph autographed by Billy Joel, autographed sports paraphernalia and a weekend getaway to Vail, Col.
